stylish as well as functional,’ he explains. The
Owens decided to include French windows at
the end of the kitchen to let in as much light as
possible. ‘We had to create an opening for them
in the exceptionally thick stone walls before
installing our redwood pine door
combination, says Sean.

‘As the room was so spacious we decided to
have a large central island to suit the
proportions of the area and to provide lots of
practical surfaces’ says Margaret. It is big
enough to contain both our Mercury range
cookers and two wine coolers, she explains.
Atthe far end by the French windows isa
convenient breakfast bar section made from a
semi-circle of oak.

The couple also chose stylish honed Bon
Accord granite worktops and splashbacks for
their long lasting qualities as well as a classic
farmhouse double ceramic sink.

‘The whole project - from knocking the
walls down to installing the kitchen - took just
six weeks, says Margaret. And we're delighted
to have created such a pretty pleasant room
from what had been a rather dreary annexe.’s
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
